2008 is an unforgettable year, during which there were many ups and downs.  However, it is a historic event that the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, the origin of which is introduced in an article of this issue, has come into force in Hong Kong with effect from end August 20008.

2008 is also marching into the 220th Anniversary of the French Revolution which promoted the universal values of 'Equality', 'Fraternity' and 'Freedom'.  From then on, people around the world have striven for universal and equal suffrage and they will not accept inhuman autocracy.

2008 is the 60th Anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which states that men are entitled to natural rights and acquired rights.  We will never resign ourselves to fate.  We are to be accorded equal respect with other members of the community.  We challenge male chauvinism, racism and disability discrimination.  The White Cane Day on 14 October each year fosters the self-strengthening spirit which stresses independence and the abandonment of inhuman institutions.  This is also the goal of the self-help movement of people with blindness and visual impairment.  Billy Wong would like to share his views on the direction of this self-help movement with us.

2009 is just started, it is the time of review, it is the time of outlook.  Twelve years ago, when I visited the western part of the Guangdong Province, I met some disabled people who had never walked out of their homes because of the lack of services, facilities and institutions for their rehabilitation.  Cecilia Chan tells us in her article that education has changed her life since she came to Hong Kong ten years ago.  At that time, she was a home-bound illiterate blind girl.  Now she is a university student with world view and life goals.  As a matter of fact, in a society where there are no equal educational and employment opportunities, we will have no hope to attain self-fulfillment, given that we are as clever as Stephen Hawking.  For this reason, in 2009, let us go forward and fight for our rights.
A Milestone of the Human Rights Movement

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol is the eighth convention and protocol published by the United Nations. It is the first comprehensive human rights treaty of the 21st century to promote, protect and ensure the full and equal enjoyment of all human rights and fundamental freedoms for the some 650 million people with disabilities worldwide; and marks a milestone of the human rights movement.

All along, people with disabilities have been discriminated and subject to unequal treatment because of their physical, mental, intellectual and sensory impairments. Deep-rooted attitudes and social systems cannot provide these people with the protection they deserve. Many people think that people with disabilities have relatively better protection and rights than ordinary citizens. However, the rights of people with disabilities are often deprived of in reality.

The Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol intended as a human rights instrument with an explicit, social development dimension that has legal binding.

In 1993, the United Nations had already approved the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol. Although it had set laws to protect people with disabilities internationally, it was still basic and need improvement. After five years of Ad Hoc Committee of the General Assembly sessions, the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol was adopted on 13 December 2006. The convention promotes the full and equal enjoyment of all human rights and fundamental freedoms by all persons with disabilities, and promotes respect for their inherent dignity, including family, education, and employment.

Below is a summary of the articles in the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and its Optional Protocol:

· Secure the rights recognized in the Convention and abolish laws, regulations, customs and practices that constitute discrimination.

· Ensure children with disabilities have equal rights, shall not be separated from their parents against their will, and in no case be separated from their parents on the basis of a disability of either the child or the parents.

· Recognize that all persons are equal before the law.

· Ensure the equal right to own and inherit property, to control financial affairs and to have equal access to bank loans, credit and mortgages. 

· Protect the physical and mental integrity of persons with disabilities.

· Guarantee freedom from torture and from cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment.

· Protect the privacy of their personal, health and rehabilitation information.

· Eliminate obstacles and barriers and ensure that persons with disabilities can access their environment, transportation, public facilities and services, and information and communications technologies.

· Recognize the right to an adequate standard of living and social protection; this includes public housing, services and assistance for disability-related needs.

· Promote access to information by providing information.

· Ensure equal access to education and vocational training.

· Prohibit discrimination against persons with disabilities in the provision of health insurance.

· Persons with disabilities have equal rights to work and gain a living. Promote employment persons with disabilities in the public sector, and private sector.

· Countries are to ensure equal participation in political and public life, including the right to vote, to stand for elections and to hold office.

· Countries are to promote participation in cultural life, recreation, leisure and sport by ensuring barrier-free participation.

Education Changed My Life

When I received the heading ‘Education Changed My Life’, my memories flooded like a river and overflowed in my mind. It has already been 11 years. Eleven years ago, I was just a trapped bird wishing to fly away. Every night I would wait quietly and painfully. Yet, I never knew when this dream would come true. In the morning, the soft breeze would creep in through the window and blow against my young but miserable face. Last night, I dreamed of going to school again. My neighbour Mui and I were getting ready for school. I got on my bicycle and used all my strength to step on the pedals, but the bicycle wouldn’t move. Mui got fed up in the end and left me sitting on the bicycle looking like an idiot. For many years, this dream has been popping into my mind now and then, day and night. Nevertheless, dreams are always dreams. How would a blind child in an old village be able to study? “1997” is a number that I will never forget. In that year, my destiny was changed. The bird that had been trapped for so many years finally had the chance to spread its wings and fly, meaning that the dream of being able to study would come true.

On a cold winter’s day eleven years ago, I held onto my mother’s hand and walked from the yard to the alley, from the alley to the village entrance, and from the village entrance I walked into a new world. I walked into a dream place – Hong Kong. Once I got to Hong Kong, my sister contacted a special school immediately, but the feedback was not as good as expected. The school rejected me because I hadn’t studied before. In the end, she hired a tutor for me. Within three months’ time, the tutor helped me complete the primary one to three syllabus and taught me Chinese and English Braille. With the foundation from the three-month training, I tried to approach the school again. This time, the school didn’t reject me. And it was from then on, my study life began.

In the following few years, my sea of knowledge continued expanding through teachers’ explanations, classmates’ sharing and the help of the computer. Basic knowledge like geography and history had significance on my daily life, enabling me to learn about the logical relationship between time and space, and different methods of analysis to help me find solutions to problems. English is one of my tools for communication and learning new things. Chinese is my favourite. Until now, knowledge from ancient people in The Book of Songs and poetry from the Song dynasty are the main sources in which I reflect on the world and experience life. The acquisition of knowledge has enriched my life. At the same time, the assistance, care and guidance from my teachers over the years have become a leading lamp and source of confidence in my future.

Because the programme was not as difficult as expected, I had a lot of time to do extra reading. I have fallen in love with reading. When I indulged myself into the piles of books, I surprisingly found a world beyond one’s imagination. Within it, there are striking and touching love stories, records of historical people, strange aboriginal cultures… Most importantly, in this world of reading, I discovered the meaning, dignity and value of life. In the book “Jane Eyre”, the leading actress said “Do you think that I don’t have a spirit or heart merely because I have a low status, am poor and have an ordinary appearance? You’re wrong. My spirit is no different from yours, and my heart is in all ways the same as yours. Our mind is equal, just like when we rise from our graves and stand before God. We will be the same.” This was the first book I read outside the classroom, and it was this short speech that struck me. “Equality” had never been reachable for me in the past ten years. Growing up through discrimination and teasing, I have always felt inferior. I never dared to see strangers, or leave my home. I was afraid I would bump into my neighbours, and afraid I would hear their continuous discussion. I thought that I was so tiny and unimportant because I lost brightness in my life and I lost eyesight. Everything beautiful in the world was never meant to be a part of my life. It was until I came to Hong Kong, received education, learned to read, and came across the inspirational book “Jane Eyre”, that I started to learn about myself, learn about life and learn about equality and dignity.

Now, I sit in a classroom and receive higher and more professional education at a University. On the other side of the window, the weather and seasons are clear and bright to me. Has education influenced me in an even deeper way? My answer is yes. It is related to my ambition. As a person with visual impairment from an old village in the mainland, I totally understand the needs of the children with disabilities. That is why I promised myself that if I had the chance to be educated, I would go back to the mainland after I graduated. I would share all my knowledge and experience with those children who are waiting for a brighter life. I hope that I can use the hope and passion that I have towards life to warm their cold hearts and help them receive education, understand themselves and live a valuable life. Education is a means to achieving my ambition.

A Turning Point to Taking Action

The saying “Help will be given to those who help themselves” is certainly very familiar to every one of us. Being one of the countries to sign the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, the People’s Republic of China has opened up an opportunity for people with disabilities in Mainland China and the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region to practice the spirit of helping themselves. Different countries have already taken action, and whether or not we take this opportunity to fight for our rights is solely a matter of our choice.

In the past, we tried marching along streets and voicing out our opinions to fight for equal opportunities of people with disabilities. We tried shouting “We want this, we want that” to express our wills. In the past, people with disabilities were often neglected and faced unfair treatment. This is why I think it was natural for people with disabilities to show their dissatisfaction in this way. However, the society is different now. Should we learn to genuinely put our self-help spirit into full play?

The signing of the United Nations Convention of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities symbolizes that the society recognizes the rights and equal opportunities of people with disabilities. Law and policies from all over the world will thus be set in this direction. At this moment of time, people with disabilities should show their potential and take the opportunity to serve the society. We have left the phase of crying and shouting, and now, we will show the world what we are capable of!

I believe that people with disabilities should play an important role in policy-setting proposals and processes. From my working experience, I have learnt that people with disabilities have the capacity to give opinions, raise criticisms and make judgments about policies, and certainly are influential and have the necessary organizational skills to provide valuable and practical opinions and contributions in the policy-setting process. People with disabilities do not sit and wait for the society to sympathize them anymore; they approach the society with a rational, appropriate and macroscopic perspective, and make suggestions for a better and more harmonious society.

Many of the friends I know are very capable, and I believe the society should involve them in various departments. We, people with disabilities, should also bring ourselves back to our feet and make suggestions about how to strike a balance between the interest of the society and the needs of different groups. It is in this way that we can build a better and more harmonious society. Is it true that merely a society which puts the rights of people with disabilities first is a harmonious society?

Self-help is actual involvement. Sitting and shouting slogans is not the real nature of self-help. It is only through involvement in working and brainstorming that we will gain others’ support and recognition; and by then, the United Nations Convention will be truly and completely carried out.

Seeing, Not Seeing

When I passed the West Kowloon Centre yesterday, I recalled the experience of being a volunteer for the Blind Union a few years ago. It was on the sixth floor of the West Kowloon Centre. There was a group of trained graduates who were masseurs providing head, neck and shoulder massage therapy to the public. In the crowds, I constantly heard the people praising and recognizing the masseurs. Deep inside, I felt happy for the masseurs. If you looked closely, you could see the masseurs use their hands to feel the patients’ strained muscles and relieve the recurrent pain in the patients through massage. In fact, the pain is not discernible to the human eye. I understood that not only the eye could see, but the blind’s hands could also see.

Two months ago, I went hiking with some members of the Union. We chatted and laughed. Members who loved health and exercise established a hiking team and went hiking regularly to share the difficulties and joy in hiking. When I stood at the peak of the mountain, I could experience the beauty of nature. The members also used their hearts to feel the great atmosphere. We had gone through the same route and were breathing the same fresh air. An insight regarding nature came to me – I’m grateful that I can see, but I realized that the members could also see with their hearts.

I now know that seeing is not only with the eyes, but is also through the touch of the hand, the sense of the ear, and the feeling of the heart. Before, I only smiled to greet my friends and respond to others. It wasn’t until I became friends with people with visual impairment that I found that it was not enough. I often remind myself to use sound and smile to greet and respond to others. It is only in this way that my visually impaired friends will clearly see my sincerity.

May Braille Learning Facilitate Integration in Society

In November 2008, the Hong Kong Blind Union sent visually impaired Braille instructors to the Hong Kong Federation of Trade Unions Occupational Retraining Centre (HKFTU) to provide the staff with Braille training courses. Employees were enthusiastic and recognized the instructors’ motivating descriptions, practical coaching and serious attitude. Requests for an intermediate class were made immediately after the six lessons of beginner class. Here, I would like to express my gratitude to the Hong Kong Blind Union for their help.

The HKFTU was established in 1948, and is a union that loves Hong Kong and its country, China. There are a total of 229 affiliates in a number of different industries, making up to about 310 thousand members. Over the past 60 years, the HKFTU’s aim has been to “Care for Employee’s Working Conditions, Fight for and Protect Workers’ Rights, Provide a Variety of Welfare Services to Members, Unite Members and Boost their Friendship”. In the 1950s and 1960s, apart from helping members with employment, the HKFTU started setting up different types of occupational retraining programs. Through gathering expertise from different industries and our concern for our members’ employment life and hope to motivate them to engage in life-long learning; we have provided employees and the public with different learning opportunities and training courses. The Union’s support and assistance not only enabled our employees to learn and apply Braille in communicating with visually impaired persons, but it also helped employees integrate Braille into work and different industries (e.g. architecture, design, hotel and catering, services); and created a platform of self-help, mutual-help and equal employment opportunities. Accordingly, the public will better understand and care for the employment lives of visually impaired persons, and facilitate integration and harmony in society.

With the globalization of the world’s economy and the advent of a knowledge-based economy, increased quality and range of skills have become required in various industries while knowledge has become of wider variety and professionalism. We hope that whilst the society changes and improves, the public can take notice of and care for visually impaired persons’ employment lives and the issue of integration in society. We also hope that apart from the continual promotion of Braille knowledge, we can cooperate with the Union in different aspects so as to develop visually impaired persons’ professional knowledge and potential, and contribute to employee’s working lives and life-long learning.

Review of Service Centre

I believe that all members and I had the same feeling when stepping into the year 2008 – we were excited yet nervous because we were going to organize a series of activities to celebrate the 30th Anniversary of the Service Centre. In the past 30 years, the Centre has arranged different social and recreational activities to meet the various needs of people with visual impairment. We have also provided our new visually impaired members with rehabilitation services and life support. We recruited volunteers to serve our members, carried out public education, fought for our rights and benefits as well as created a network for our members. Moreover, our services were based on two main development directions. First, we focused on developing elderly services. According to the distribution of our members, there are approximately 400 members over the age of sixty, making up 30 per cent of the total number of members. Therefore, elderly services must be developed immediately. Second, of equal importance are services for members’ families. One’s family plays a key role in one’s development. A happy family life can have long-term effects on a person with visual impairment. Although there are currently many organizations which provide family life education, none of them meet the needs of people with visual impairment. Moreover, no matter how perfect the services provided by the rehabilitation organization are, it cannot replace the role and impact of one’s family. So, the Union organized activities for members’ families to facilitate the supportive role of the family members. It can help members gain mutual support and acceptance so that they can integrate into society more easily. In brief, the objective of this service is to develop self-help and mutual-help spirit in families.

To celebrate the 30th Anniversary of the Union, we offered many activities in the hope that members and the public could enjoy a happy atmosphere together. The celebrating events started off in July 2008 when the ‘Slogan Competition’ was held. We hoped that through this competition, different people could celebrate together and foster a better sense of belonging. We had overwhelming response from members and received over forty slogans. In December, a 30th Anniversary Banquet cum Award Presentation Ceremony was held for members to commemorate the 30th Anniversary, look back at the happy moments and express our gratitude to people from different walks of life who supported the Union. In February 2009, we published a special bulletin to reflect on the Union’s development, look forward into the future and promote our services to the public.

In the past few months, through participating and discussing with colleagues, I truly feel the unity and will power of the members, volunteers and staff in preparing the events.
